» Omnia with serial numbers ending with zero in decimal format
» Turris 1.x routers on BTRFS




Important changes
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API tokens are no longer available and mobile application no longer works.

Server side backups were dropped. Replacement is not yet provided.

Majordomo is no longer available as well as its package list.

Automation package list with Domoticz and Home-Assistant is no longer provided.

Print server CUPS was dropped. Print server package list now provides only
p910nd protocol.

Webcam, sound card, Squid proxy and netutils packages list were dropped.

Thermometer package was dropped. Use collectd or sensors as a replacement

Network switch configuration now uses DSA.

Attack statistics are presented on the Sentinel View instead of project.turrj




Why we need migration?

Huge changes between years 2016 and 2018.
Turris OS 3.x: OpenWrt 15.05 (latest merge January 2016)
Turris OS 4.0: OpenWrt 18.06

» Huge changes in configuration

» Change of LibC on Turris 1.x

» Changes in repositories (different layout)
» Changes in packages
